AN ORDINANCE AMENDING OF CHAPTER 9 OF THE LAKE COUNTY CODE TO
REQUIRE DEALERS OF MANUFACTURED HOMES TO PROVIDE CERTAIN
INFORMATION TO CONSUMERS
THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF LAKE ORDAINS AS

FOLLOWS:
Section 1: Manufactured housing fulfills a significant need in the State of
California and in the County of Lake. Purchasers can sometimes be unaware or confused
regarding the extent of the protections state law presently offers them. It is intent of the Board of
Supervisors to ensure that purchasers of all manufactured housing, including mobilehomes, are
fully informed of their rights under state law.
Section 2: Article XII is hereby added to Chapter 9 of the Lake County Code to read
as follows:
911 5 Manufactured Homes - Disclosures by Dealers.
9-115.1 All licensed dealers of manufactured homes operating in the
unincorporated areas of the County of Lake, shall provide the Disclosure
Notice required by this Ordinance to all buyers of manufactured housing
prior to the signing of a purchase agreement by or the receipt of a deposit
or down payment from any such buyer, whichever occurs first.
9-115.2 The Disclosure Notice must contain a Buyer’s Signature Line, for the
buyer of manufactured housing to sign and date the Disclosure Notice, as a
means of verifying the buyer has been provided with and has had the
opportunity to review this Disclosure Notice. Buyer should be provided
with a copy of the document on the day it is signed. .
9-115.3 The Disclosure Notice provided to buyers must be contained on one page,
in 12-point type on yellow, blue, green, or pink paper.

9-115.4 The Disclosure Notice must read as follows:
